3. Basic settings to scan 3D objects 
 

Very important: If you want to scan with the 3D Light, you must switch from Default Light to 3D Light 
before you start the scan!  

You can make many image change and enhancement settings after the scan, but if you want to do a 
3D scan, you must switch to 3D light in the settings beforehand!  

Of course, you can summarize all the settings you need for a 3D scan in a template, so that when you 
start the scanner, you can select the template you have created and therefore do not have to make 
any further settings. This we will show you in another chapter. 

Here we go:  

If you start the scanner you will see the menu interface of the ScanWizard. 
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To switch to the 3D Light modus, click on Enhancement 

 

 
 

Now you can see the button Illumination 
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Switch from Default to 3D Light 

 

 

Now you can see the 3D Light slider. This slider is very important to regulate the intensity of the 3D 
lighting after the scan. 

 

If the 3D Light slider is in the middle (0), you will see no 3D effect! If you slide to the right, you can 
choose the intensity of the 3D effect step by step, so that you can adjust the 3D impression 
according to your scanned object. 

Here you can see an example which shows the different 3D intensities: 
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On this picture from a leather artwork, you can see a scan with a neutral setting, that means, the 
slider is in the middle with the value 0 (zero). 

  

 

In the next picture you can already see a slight 3D effect. The slider has been moved two steps to the 
right. 
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And in this picture, you can see the 3D effect with the value 4:  

 

The strength of the effect depends on the scanned object. 

Here you can see the effect with the value 6.  

 

As you can see, with the 3D Illumination you can achieve a dramatic effect. 
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Special feature: Inverting the 3D structures. 
 
A special feature is the possibility to invert the 3D effect. This reverses the protruding structures. This 
opens new possibilities in the analysis of the structures, e.g. when restoring paintings, reliefs, or 
engravings. 

Here you can see the scan with the value minus 6: 

 

 

4. Creating a template 
 

To collect different settings in a template is very easy. You can either create a template directly in the 
ScanWizard user interface on the 21” touchscreen, or in a browser.  

The easiest way is to create a template directly in the ScanWizard interface.

To be able to create your own templates, you have first to change from default user to 
“Poweruser”. To do this, click on the arrow symbol in the top right: 

 

Click now on “user default”: 
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Select Poweruser  

 

Enter the Poweruser password, which is normally Poweruser as well:  
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Now you can see that you´re logged in as Poweruser and you can see a new button “Save Template”: 

 

Because you´re now able to create new templates, let us do this now. 

If you have made all the settings you need (see chapter 2), you can click on “Save Template”. 

You will then see the field to enter you own Template name: 

 

Now it´s done! 
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If you click on the Template button, you can see your own new template.  

 

You can create an unlimited number of templates so that you can design your own template for each 
task within your workflow.
